Jacob 3:

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Justice and Mercy

Alma 19:96 And thus we see that all mankind were fallen,

and they were in the grasp of justice;
yea, the justice of God,
which consigned them for ever to be cut off from his presence
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Justice and Mercy

Alma 19:97 And now the plan of mercy could not be brought about,
except an atonement should be made;

therefore God himself atoneth for the sins of the world,

to bring about the plan of mercy,

to appease the demands of justice,

that God might be a perfect, just God, and a merciful God also.

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Leviticus—The Sacrifice

1:1 And the Lord called unto Moses, and spake unto him out of the
tabernacle of the congregation, saying,

1:2 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, If any man of
you bring an offering unto the Lord, ye shall bring your offering of the
cattle, even of the herd, and of the flock.

1:3 If his offering be a burnt sacrifice of the herd, let him offer a male
without blemish; he shall offer it of his own voluntary will at the door
of the tabernacle of the congregation before the Lord.




Leviticus—The Sacrifice

1:4 And he shall put his hand upon the head of the burnt offering; and
it shall be accepted for him to make atonement for him.

1:5 And he shall kill the bullock before the Lord; and the priests,
Aaron's sons, shall bring the blood, and sprinkle the blood round about
upon the altar that is by the door of the tabernacle of the
congregation.

Leviticus 14

1 And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying,

2 This shall be the law of the leper in the day of his cleansing; He shall
be brought unto the priest;

8 And he that is to be cleansed shall wash his clothes,

and wash himself in water, that he may be clean;

and after that he shall come into the camp,

and shall tarry abroad out of his tent seven days.

Leviticus 14

one ewe lamb of the first year without blemish, and three tenth deals of fine
flour for a meat offering, mingled with oil, and one log of oil;

11 And the priest that maketh him clean shall present the man that is to be
made clean, and those things, before the Lord, at the door of the tabernacle
of the congregation.

12 And the priest shall take one he lamb, and offer him for a trespass
offering, and the log of oil, and wave them for a wave offering before the

Lord;




Leviticus 14

13 And he shall slay the lamb in the place

where he shall kill the sin offering and the burnt offering, in the holy
place;

for as the sin offering is the priest's, so is the trespass offering; it is
most holy;



Leviticus 14

14 And the priest shall take some of the blood of the trespass offering,
and the priest shall put it upon

the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed,
and upon the thumb of his right hand,
and upon the great toe of his right foot.




Leviticus 14

15 And the priest shall take some of the log of oil, and pour it into the
palm of his own left hand;

16 And the priest shall dip his right finger in the oil that is in his left
hand, and shall sprinkle of the oil with his finger seven times before the

Lord;



Leviticus 14

17 And of the rest of the oil

that is in his hand shall the priest put upon

the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed,
and upon the thumb of his right hand,

and upon the great toe of his right foot,
upon the blood of the trespass offering;




Leviticus 14

18 And the remnant of the oil that is in the priest's hand
he shall pour upon the head of him that is to be cleansed;
and the priest shall make an atonement for him before the Lord.



Leviticus 14

19 And the priest shall offer the sin offering, and make an atonement
for him that is to be cleansed from his uncleanness; and afterward he

shall kill the burnt offering;



Leviticus 14

20 And the priest shall offer the burnt offering

and the meat offering upon the altar;
and the priest shall make an atonement for him,

and he shall be clean.

22:20 But whatsoever hath a blemish, that shall ye not offer; for it shall
not be acceptable for you.

Leviticus 5:15
If 2 soul commit a trespass, and sin through ignorance,

in the holy things of the Lord;

then he shall bring for his trespass unto the Lord a ram
without blemish out of the flocks...
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Leviticus—Sinning in Ignorance

16 And he shall make amends for the harm that he hath done in the
holy thing, and shall add the fifth part thereto, and give it unto the
priest; and the priest shall make an atonement for him with the ram of
the trespass offering, and it shall be forgiven him.

17 And if a soul sin, and commit any of these things which are
forbidden to be done by the commandments of the Lord;

though he wist it not, vet is he guilty,
and shall bear his iniquity.




Sinning in Ignorance

Numbers 15:28

And the priest shall make an atonement for the soul
that sinneth ignorantly,

when he sinneth by ignorance before the Lord,
to make an atonement for him; and it shall be forgiven him.
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The Teachings of Jesus

Mosiah 1:107
For behold, and also

his blood atoneth for the sins of those who have fallen by the
transgression of Adam,

who have died, not knowing the will of God concerning them,
or who have ignorantly sinned.
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Alma 19:94 Therefore, according to justice, the plan of redemption could not
be brought about, only, on conditions of repentance of men in this
probationary state; yea, this preparatory state; for except it were for these
c?nditions, mercy could not take effect except it should destroy the work

of justice.

Alma 19:97 And now the plan of mercy could not be brought about, except
an atonement should be made; therefore God himself atoneth for the sins of
the world, to bring about the plan of mercy, to appease the demands

of justice, that God might be a perfect, just God, and a merciful God also.

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20:25 Ye shall therefore put difference between clean beasts and
unclean, and between unclean fowls and clean; and ye shall not make
your souls abominable by beast, or by fowl, or by any manner of living
thing that creepeth on the ground, which | have separated from you as
unclean.

20:26 And ve shall be holy unto me; for | the Lord am holy, and have
severed you from other people, that ye should be mine.

4 | say unto you that it is expedient that ye should keep the Law of
Moses as yet; but | say unto you, that the time shall come when it shall
no more be expedient to keep the Law of Moses.

5 And moreover,
| say unto you, that salvation doth not come by the law alone;

and were it not for the atonement which God himself shall make for
the sins and iniquities of his people,

that they must unavoidably perish, notwithstanding the law of Moses.




Mosiah 8

6 And now | say unto you, that it was expedient that there should be a
law given to the children of Israel, yea, even a very strict law: for they
were a stiff-necked people: quick to do iniquity, and slow to remember
the Lord their God;

7 Therefore there was a law given them, yea, a law of performances
and of ordinances, a law which they were to observe strictly, from day
to day, to keep them in remembrance of God, and their duty towards
him.

8 But behold, | say unto you, that all these things were types of things
to come.




Mosiah 8

9 And now, did they understand the law?

10 | say unto you, Nay, they did not all understand the law;
and this because of the hardness of their hearts:
for they understood not that there could not any man be saved,

except it were through the redemption of God.




Mosiah 8

11 For behold, did not Moses prophesy unto them concerning the coming of
the Messiah, and that God should redeem his people, yea, and even all the
prophets who have prophesied ever since the world began?

12 Have they not spoken more or less concerning these things?

13 Have they not said that

God himself should come down among the children of men, and take upon
him the form of man,

and go forth in mighty power upon the face of the earth?
